FUTURE THERAPISTS SHOWCASE
INVENTIONS

Green Valley Home News: June 26-July 2, 2008

MacGyver may have rigged up some interesting weapons
and tools over the years with socks, paper clips anlikthe
but what did he ever really do to help people?

A group of occupational therapy students at Touro
University in Green Valley have spent the past semester
using the creative genius demonstrated on the popular
television series to better the lives of patient wirious
injuries and disabilities.

On June 18, they gathered to show off their work ® on
another.

Everyone here is so creative, and that's why waeltiois
field,” studentAnna Goble said. “It's a wonderful
opportunity to help someone. It's about having a pendil an
duct tape and asking, “OK, what can | do with this to make
someone’s life better?”

Goble was one of 23 masters students who designed and
built an invention aimed at making daily tasks as routne
disabled person as they would be to anybody else.

For her project, Goble disassembled an MP3 playeér an
rigged it to operate with large buttons and a modified Pac
Man joystick so that people who don’t have the motoiitgibil
to operate the small buttons on the devices can aiittal
their music.

Associate Professor Yvonne Randall, who instructed th
students, said the experience gave students the opportunity
to explore the creative side of occupational therapy —twhic
is what drew many students to the field in the firacpl

their own inventions to better the lives of patientswith
serious injuries and disabilities for students and stdf
June 18.

“Our students come here because they have thishidea t
they want to help people,” said Randall, who is ai&o t
academic/clinical coordinator for Touro’s School of
Occupational Therapy. “Occupational therapy is a creativ
way of helping people.”

Student Pam Aranas used some sturdy cardboard, a door
stop and a measuring cup with a long handle to create a
laundry detergent dispensing device that will allow
individuals with limited hand use such as patients with
rheumatoid arthritis, to do their own laundry.

Aranas said her goal is to help patients to maintaimes
degree of independence.

“I think it's huge,” she said. “It affects their Gelteem,
because relying on a caregiver for everything can be ver
discouraging for them, and it can start to affect thegiaer
as well.”

Other students took existing technologies and found ways
to improve them or make them more affordable. Jed Rudd
took a writing aid designed to keep shaky hands steady and
recreated the $75 tool for $18.

His system consisted of a wristband with a largematg
attached on the underside and a simple magnetic message
board. With the wristband on, the magnet attachesto th
message board and holds the hand in place while therweare
writes.

In a more creative twist, Rudd created a comical video
demonstration of the device in which he explored its&rim
fighting properties — using the magnet to disarm a knife-
wielding neighbor bent on robbing him.

“Occupational therapy is one of those professions that
allows you to come up with novel solutions to complex
problems,” he said.

And while he obviously had some fun with the assigmme
Rudd said it was also a learning experience.

“It opened my mind to the concept that what the ogtal
offers isn’t the end all, be-all in therapy,” he saf@here
are plenty of other solutions out there.”
