American Steamships. 

A few years ago, or previous to 
the war, the American flag ruled 
the sea, so far as commerce was 
concerned. American vessels were 
found in every port, and did by far 
more of tbe carrying trade of the

other country. 

But since the war all this has 
been changed. Whether it is that 
American shipping was driven from 
the seas by confederate cruisers du­
ring the war, as some hold, or that 
our protective tariff, high prices of 
labor, inflated currency, and the 
prohibition of the flouting of foreign 
bottoms under the American flag, 
have combined to drive tbe ocean 
trade to other couutries, as the free 
trade men assert, it is not necessary 
to inquire. I t remains a fact that 
since the war the number of Amer­
ican vessels engaged in the ocean 
passenger and carrying trade has 
"been small indeed, and growing 
"smaller by degrees and beautifully 
less." It is no less true than dis­
creditable to our country that, for 
some years past, there has not been 
a passenger steamship on the At­
lantic carrying the American flag ! 
All the lines of splendid ''floating 
palaces" plying between this coun­
try and Europe, have been built 
and owned on the east side of the 
water. 

In view of these facts, the prido 
and exultation of the people of 
Philadelphia is pardonable, when, 
a few weeks ago, the "Penn­
ey Ivan i a" was launched at that 
city, and started on her trial 
trip to Europe, from which she has 
returned after a successful rowed 
passage. This vessel was built of 
Pennsylvania iron, by Pennsylvania 
workmen, and is owned by a Penn­
sylvania company, and thus we have 
at least one genuine American line ot 
ocean steamships commenced. I t 
iBJust now announced that a sec­
ond vessel of this line, the "Ohio"— 
has been completed and Btarted on 
her trial trip. I t is also prom­
ised that there will be a further in­
crease befor« the year closes, it be­
ing expected that there will be two 
more steamers plying on tbe broad 
Atlantic in thf* course of a month 
or ao. And some people are 
even indulging the belief that, be­
fore another decade shall have 
passed away, there will be one 
United States steamer on the At­
lantic for every State there is in 
tbe Union. 

This is certainly occasion for re­
joicing by all who have a pride in 
the prosperity of America. To be 
sure, it is cot much, compared with 
what it should be. Only four Amer­
ican steamers upon the Atlantic 1 
N o t very prosperous are the mara-
tirae interests of our country yet . 
But it is gratifying to know that 
they are unmistakably improving, 
and give signs of returning to the 
superiority of tbe good old days. 
Let Americans rejoice thereat

—The Graphic thus sings the 
praises of another hero : Is this a 
good or bad year for engineers on 
railroad trains ? They lose their 
lives and win immortality. Guild, 
the brave man who held the train 
in check at Meadow Brook, last 
spring, saved the life of every pas­
senger on board, but lost bis own. 
Wife and little one, as well as per­
sonal safety, he laid on the altar of 
duly, and died a hero. And now, 
out from the darkness of an early 
evening, on the Chicago and Bock 
Island road, comes another hero in 
common life, whose one great act 
of Belf-control and self-sacrifice 
saved scores of others at the cost of 
the lite that men hold dear. John 
Rafferty, engiucer of the night 
express train, saw that his path 
was obstructed, reversed tbe en­
gine, applied the patent air-brakes, 
saved his charge, and fell dead un-. 
der his engine. I t is a simple 
record of tbe reporter's pencil, but 
every touch of tbe picture is re­
plete with pathos. Tbe dead hero 
left a wife and three children in 
Chicago. They, at least, should 
never know a day's want. As for 
the brave dead, the marble column 
that adorns the grave of tbe insig­
nificant could not embellish his 
last bravo deed. 

A Quiet Sunday in Cleveland. 

The authorities of Cleveland, 
Ohio, tried to enforce the Sunday 
liquor law last Sunday, for tbe first 
time, throughout the seventeen 
wards of that city. Tbe effort was 
quite successful, according to the 
Leader. That journal says that its 
reporters were on tho alert all day, 
and from their testimony it would 
appear that the city enjoyed one of 
most quiet, orderly Sundays that 
it has known for years. Tne sensi­
ble determination of the saloon 
keepers on Friday evening to re­
spect the law and close their bar­
rooms, was carried out to an ex­
tent which made it difficult, if not 
impossible, for tbe poor men to 
spend any of their last week's 
wages for rum. There was an un­
usual siege uf5on the physicians for 
all sorts of prescriptions containing 
alcohol, and there was, of course, 
an exceptionably large and enthusi­
astic hegira of tbe inconsolables to 
the cool groves and bounteous 
drinking places of Rocky River. 
This is as favorable a result as was 
hoped for. There has been hereto­
fore a great deal of Sunday drunk­
enness at Rocky River, and it may 
be henceforth somewhat increased. 
But the general saving will be great. 
Where one additional drinker will 
go to the River and make a beast of 
himself on Sunday, a dozen will be 
prevented by tho Sunday law from 
getting drunk at home. 

Tbe Leader s a y s : "The plan of 
tho saloon keepers is to test the 
constitutionality of the law. If 
public opinion is what it should be, 
this will not in the end avail any­
thing. The principle of the Sunday 
law is unquestionably constitution­
al. I t is believed by all those in­
terested to tho contrary, that its 
form and letter are also in harmony 
with the fundamental law of tbe 
State. If, however, it should prove 
in any event that the ordinance 
and constitution clash in any small 
points of detail, they can easily be 
harmonized. There is a Constitu­
tional Convention at Columbus and 
a municipal COUDCII in Cleveland 
whose business it is to look after 
just such things as these. I t is 
only required that tbe respectable, 
law-abiding people of the city shall 
stand up to the issue, stiffen tbe 
J?acks_of the Council and city offi­
cers, and Instsi tliat, tbo L»—- „_Tf-
be enforced on future Sundays as it 
was doue yesterday." 

The Auburn ComYnissioners of 
Excise should be encouraged. If 
Cleveland, with 100,000 population, 
can enforce the Sunday liquor law, 
then Auburn, with only 20,000, 
ought to do i;. 

— W e read of a young school 
mistress in Ohio, who, being like 
unto the icicle which hangs on 
Dian's temple, though extremely 
handsome, i s - v o w e d to Minerva 
and the spelling-books. Beiog 
much embarrassed on ber way to 
and from her academy by the ad­
miring young men of the vicinage, 
and not being able to keep a lion 
to ride npon, she has trained a 
faithful Tray to guard her. This 
sagacious dog knows exactly what 
is meant when he sees a juvenile 
gentleman in his Sunday clothes 
waving a pocket-handkerchief, and 
tbe too ardent wooer is sure to.be 
bitten and gnawed. Forty mistak­
en Endymiona have already been 
lacerated. 

—Miss Sarah A. Gale, who has 
been a teacher in the public schools 
of Boston for thirty-six years, has 
resigned and gooo to Europe. We 
take it for granted that she must 
have been a good teacher, or she 
could not have kept her position so 
long, and especially through tho 
stormy reformation of tbe Boston 
public schools, made while Horace 
Mann was State Superintendent of 
Education. We do not read tbat 
Miss Gale has received a pension, 
bnt she deserves one quite as much 
as if her services had been rendered 
upon a less peaceful field. 

—The English government pro­
poses to enroll a body of men in In* 
dia, to make a systematic slaughter 
of tbe tigers and hyenas. The life 
in tbe peninsula of Bengal from 
wild beasts is fearful, it being esti­
mated about ten thousand persons 
are killed annually in this way. 

—The Boston Transcript thinks
