BALTHASER MEYER - THE MAN AND HIS WORK

Little is known of Balthaser Meyer teday. Historians tell us that he was the
gchoolmaster at Harrolds, baptized children, led worship for the Lutheran and Re-
formed settlers, and "ordained” the later Lutneran pastor, Anton Ulrich Luetge. One
9ays he led a colony of seltlers to Westmoreland when the area was opened to settle-
ment in the spring of 1769. Anovther says he came with & group of Germans in 1769 or
1770,

A Balser Meyer of Chase, Maryland, was witness for the Cermans who were naiural-
ized on September 7, 1768. It is possible that this Balser tleyer was the one who led
settlers from Maryland to western Penngylvania. Annette Kunsclman Burgert has de-
finitely placed Balthaser Meyer in Rorthampton County in the mdd 1760's by a baptism
in a chureh there. It is possible that Balthaser Meyer came west with a group of
Northampton settlers. Or it is possible that, like Karl Scheibeler his successor as
schoolmaster at Harrolds in 1785, he came from eastern Pennsylvanis by way of Pred-
erick County, Maryland.

A4t any rate, when the people of the Harrold's settlement gathered into a non-
gregation for worship, it waa Balthsser Meyer who led the services. This could have
been as early as 1770. In 1772, on the recund cday of iuguet, there were three hildren
baptized by Meyer, and he bagar a baptismal register. 7This comaurdty waa unususl for
the frontier in haviug its own regular schoolmaster. Most of tha other frentier
communities were dependent on such transients a&s came along. Later, Barrclds would
share such serviess with Erush Creek, Greensburg, and posaibly other courunities.
Pgople from aress later included in the Hontington, Mt. Mleasesnt, Franklin, Unity,
Penr, 3Jalem, Ligouier Townshipe, and adjacent sreas, had their children baptized by
Balthaser Meyer.

Beltheser Meyer was married. His wife's name wes Christina, He had at leant
three cnildren: Jechn Baltlwser, who signed the Hannaastown Fetition as Haltzer Meyer Jr
There wes fnna Barbara who with her mother was sponsor of 8 ¢hild baptigzed by her
father. And there was another child baptized in Northewpton County. The name Meyer
has been changed in later usage to Myers,

Meyer was , without doubt, Lutheran., He ordained the Lutheran pastor after the
arrival of John Willinw Weber, the first Reformed pastor. This ordiantion was reiected
by the Lutheran Ministerium of Pennsylvania. Also Reformed church practice did not

include lay baptism.at that time. (continued et end of the list of baptisms)
